And it wasn't just Americans in the 1600s who had "issues" with Christmas. 

On Dec. 25, 1789, the first Christmas under the brand-new Constitution, the United States Congress was actually in session, with no day off for any holiday. In fact, the U.S. did not even make Christmas a federal holiday until 1870.

When in the Course of human events, it becomes necessary for one people to dissolve the political bands which have connected them with another, and to assume among the powers of the earth, the separate and equal station to which the Laws of Nature and of Nature's God entitle them, a decent respect to the opinions of mankind requires that they should declare the causes which impel them to the separation. The Declaration of Independence is part of the organic law

The Sixth President of the United States, John Quincy Adams (son of John Adams, the Second US President, and a signer of the Declaration of Independence), said: "The highest glory of the American Revolution was this; it connected 

in one indissoluble bond the principles of civil government with the principles of Christianity."  and "From the day of the Declaration... they (the American people) were bound by the laws of God, which they all, and by the laws of The Gospel, which they nearly all, acknowledge as the rules of their conduct."

     "We, the people of the United States, humbly acknowledging Almighty God as the source of all authority and power 

       in civil government, the Lord Jesus Christ as the Ruler among the nations, his revealed will as the supreme law of 

       the land, in order to constitute a Christian government, and in order to form a more perfect union, establish justice, 

       insure domestic tranquillity, provide for the common defense, promote the general welfare, and secure the inalienable 

       rights and the blessings of life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness to ourselves, our posterity, and all the people,
