Petition drive would put anti-abortion amendment on ballot

Lt. Gov. Phil Bryant has taken a leading role in attempting to get an anti-abortion amendment 

on the 2011 ballot - one on which his name also may appear as a candidate for governor.

A recorded phone message from Bryant went out to some 12,000 central Mississippi residents Thursday encouraging them to sign the petition, which requires 90,000 signatures by Feb. 12.

If successful, voters would decide whether to amend the Constitution to declare that life begins at "the moment of fertilization, cloning or the functional equivalent thereof."

A spokesman for the ACLU of Mississippi said the organization is aware of the ballot push and that attorneys are studying its potential impact.

In the recorded message, Bryant ... says, "Let us remember that every unborn baby deserves a birthday."

Washington Political Group, an Atlanta-based political consulting company, is making the calls on behalf of a nonprofit called Personhood Mississippi. Its organizer is Les Riley, of Pontotoc, who describes himself as a concerned citizen.

He is a father of 10, ranging in age from 20 months to 22 years. He is paying for the service through private fundraising.

Ryan Burrell, the executive vice president of the Atlanta company, called this a "hot-button issue in the Bible belt" that's likely to draw a lot of national attention. It also may help bring out conservative voters on Election Day, he said.

Washington Political Group has a history of helping campaigns for Republicans in Mississippi, including Insurance Commissioner Mike Chaney, Bryant and several state lawmakers.

"There's no question that this is going to be to the advantage of Republican candidates in the 2011 election," Burrell said.

Bryant told The Clarion-Ledger in December that he is eying a run for governor but has not made up his mind. If he does run, he likely would start the campaign as the GOP front-runner.

But Bryant said politics had nothing to do with his decision to record this message. He penned his signature on the petition during a right-to-life banquet about a year ago at First Baptist Church in Jackson.

Bryant said outlawing abortion has been a goal of his for years. Years ago, when teaching Sunday school at St. Marks 

United Methodist Church in Brandon, Bryant said he would bring in his wife's sonograms when she was pregnant with their children and show them to the teenagers in his class.

"They weren't protoplasm; they weren't some blob. These were children and they could see my son's fingers and toes, and that child that they were seeing on the television screen could be aborted under Mississippi law," he said.

Bryant's son is now 21. His daughter is 25.

Burrell said Washington Political Group is charging Personhood Mississippi about $8,000 to call 120,000 households in central and south Mississippi. He said because the issue is also important to him and his dad, who runs the company, they knocked $2,000 off the normal price.

Burrell said Bryant was not paid and did not pay for the phone calls.

Because abortion rights largely were cemented in the landmark Roe v. Wade case in 1973, it's unclear what the amendment would do if it were to gain voter approval.

Bryant said it is a foregone conclusion the amendment would face a legal challenge, but passage would make the state's case stronger in defense of future anti-abortion laws.

"It's another way of trying to stop abortion in Mississippi and simply allow once and for all the opportunity for the people to say we want to do that and we feel so strongly about it that we want to add it to our Constitution," he said.

Brent Cox, public education coordinator for the ACLU of Mississippi, said the organization likely will decide soon how it plans to respond or if it plans to respond at all.
