(B)  The rights guaranteed by Article I, Section 3 of the Constitution of this State, that no person shall be deprived of life 

       without due process of law, nor shall any person be denied the equal protection of the laws, vest at fertilization for 

       each born and preborn human person."

                             a) Oath of Office of Senators is to "...preserve, protect and defend the Constitution of this State and 

                                 of the United States. So help me God."  South Carolina State Constitution, Article III., Section 26.  

                                 (The SC Oath of Office is NOT to uphold U.S. Supreme Court decisions.)

                             b) The Roe v. Wade (1973) U.S. Supreme Court decision:  "If ... personhood is established, the 

                                 [ pro-abortion ] case, of course, collapses, for the fetus' right to life would then be guaranteed 

                                 specifically by the [ 14th ] Amendment."
                             c) Article VI., United States Constitution - “The Constitution, and the Laws of the United States which 

                                 shall be made in Pursuance thereof; and all Treaties made, or which shall be made, under the 

                                 Authority of the United States, shall be the supreme Law of the Land; ..." 

                                 - Noticeably absent in Article VI. are Supreme Court decisions, they are NOT "the supreme Law 

                                   of the Land."

                             d) U.S. Supreme Court Justice Antonin Scalia - " ... there is nothing, nothing in the Constitution that 

                                 guarantees the right to an abortion."
                             e) U.S. Supreme Court is not the final arbiter of the Constitution - Presidents Thomas Jefferson and 

                                                                                                                                     Andrew Jackson.

                                 President Jefferson in a letter (1821):  “You seem … to consider the [federal] judges as the 

                                 ultimate arbiters of all constitutional questions, a very dangerous doctrine indeed and one which 

                                 would place us under the despotism of an oligarchy … The constitution has erected no such 

                                 single tribunal, knowing that, to whatever hands confided, with the corruptions of time and party 

                                 its members would become despots.” 

                              f) President Ronald Reagan - January 1988 Personhood Proclamation:  "The unalienable right to life is 

                                 found not only in the Declaration of Independence but also in the Constitution that every President is 

                                 sworn to preserve, protect, and defend. Both the Fifth and Fourteenth Amendments guarantee that 

                                 no person shall be deprived of life without due process of law." and "I ... do hereby proclaim and 

                                 declare the unalienable personhood of every American, from the moment of conception ..."

                               There are NO exceptions to banning murder:

                               a) Rape/incest - How can it possibly be just to execute a child for the sin and crime of his or her father ?

                                                       - Senator Jake Knotts has misused the Scripture in Psalm 127:3, while ignoring the 

                                                          clear Command of God in Exodus 20:13.

                               b) Life of the mother - We should try to save both the life of the mother and the life of the child.

                                                                - Nearly 500 physicians have signed an on-line declaration stating it is never 

                                                                  necessary to intentionally destroy the child in the womb by procured abortion 

                                                                   to save the life of the mother."

                               Around the country, in 2009-2010, there are 16 states (32%) which have had personhood legislation 

                               filed in their Legislature, or have had state approval for petition-gathering for a ballot initiative.  This 

                               November 2010, Colorado will have a personhood amendment on their ballot.  For November 2011, 

                               Mississippi has been certified to have a personhood amendment on their ballot.  Already in November 

                               2008, Colorado had a personhood amendment on the ballot which received over 500,000 votes (over 

                               26% of voters).

                               We are without legislative power.  Our Response is twofold:  We are praying for Repentance for 

                               these SC Senators, and if not Repentance, then Imprecation upon these SC Senators who oppose

                               this legislation.
