These incremental "abortion"/murder regulation bills (such as H.3245, the 24-hr abortion bill) are 

a hindrance, obstruction, obstacle, and distraction to focusing on passage of principled pro-life, 

pro-personhood legislation to END child-murder-by-"abortion" - instead of just perpetually,

incrementally regulating murder.  To paraphrase some of the teaching in Oswald Chamber's 

well-known devotional, My Utmost for His Highest, "Good" is the enemy of God's "Best".  

These incremental bills are the enemy of principled personhood legislation.

These incremental, "abortion" regulation bills are perpetuating "abortion" by prolonging 

the day when, by the Sovereignty and Justice and Mercy of God, it will be ENDED, 

not just Regulated !

The SC Personhood Bill (H.3526, S.450), first introduced in the original version in February 1998, 

in both the SC House and the SC Senate, recognizes the pre-born child as a "person".  The SC

Declaration of Independence) of every human being as a "person" beginning at fertilization, 

in South Carolina law.

In the early minutes of Thursday morning, June 17, the SC House passed the Conference Report for H.3245 by 

a vote of 79-25.  The report was approved by the Senate 42-0 just hours before.

H.3245 increases the reflection period before an abortion could be performed from 1 hour to 24 hours.

[ CCL Note:  H.3245 allows an abortion-minded woman to go to the internet and download informational materials 24 hours in advance of her plans to kill her baby.  There is no change in the one-hour wait between the ultrasound at the "abortion" (child-killing) center and the execution of the child. ] 

"I can say with great joy that South Carolina's waiting period is no longer the shortest in the country, [which it had been since 1995]," said Palmetto Family President Dr. Oran Smith. "This is a huge step forward."

H.3245 also takes South Carolina into the 21st Century by creating a website a woman can use to more clearly and visually understand the development of her baby. The DHEC-maintained site will also list by city all the pregnancy care center ministries where a woman can have an ultrasound performed for free. The site is based on that of the state of Michigan, whose informed consent laws have been cited as #1 by Americans United for Life's Defending Life ratings.

SC Legislature Forges Agreement on 24-Hour Abortion Waiting Period

Columbia, SC (LifeNews.com) -- Early Thursday morning, lawmakers from the South Carolina state House and Senate

reached an agreement on language that gives women contemplating an abortion 24 hours to review information that could lead her to choose life for her unborn child.

South Carolina Citizens for Life had strongly objected to all attempts to weaken the Woman's Right to Know Act of 1995.

Legislators had considered including exceptions for rape and incest and forcing pregnancy care centers and pro-life physicians and medical facilities to perform and date stamp obstetric ultrasounds that could then be used by abortion practitioners.

"We did not lose a thing," said Greg Delleney, a Republican legislator who was the champion of pro-life [CCL: sic] legislation.

"We preserved our gains. We improved the bill to include links to pregnancy care centers. There is an authentic 24-hour waiting period if someone downloads pro-life materials from the internet or receives the materials in the mail," Delleney said. "There are links on the DHEC website to crisis pregnancy centers. This is a great victory."

Mary Spaulding Balch, the attorney for the National Right to Life Committee who is the director of state legislation says the current Right to Know Act is "a good law" that was made better with the waiting period.

"You now have a real reflection period that can make a difference between life and death," she said.

SCCL told LifeNews.com the new language enhances the current Right to Know law by creating an authentic 24-hour waiting period, providing Internet links on the State Department of Health and Environmental Control website to pregnancy centers that offer free ultrasounds, and maintaining the one-hour waiting period between the time 

the abortion practitioner does the ultrasound and the abortion.

Faye Hill, director of the Lowcountry Pregnancy Care Center said the agreement is a good one for pro-life interests.

"This is definitely a victory for the women of South Carolina and pregnancy care centers in being able to get information out about services we can provide," she said.

[ CCL Note:  A victory for abortion-minded women ?  Really ?  How about for the pre-born children ?  ] 

Lisa Van Riper, President of South Carolina Citizens for Life added:  "I think this is another example of legislation assisting in guaranteeing that women have access to life-saving information."

"We are proud as members of South Carolina Citizens for Life to have been on the front line of working with House and Senate members in providing support and information as they have enhanced a woman's right to know in South Carolina," she said.

The conference committee language with the waiting period had the support of South Carolina Citizens for Life, 

the National Right to Life Committee, the South Carolina Baptist Convention and the Palmetto Family Council.
