COLUMBIA, S.C. – Today the Bureau of Labor Statistics announced that South Carolina’s unemployment rate increased to 10.8%.  Marine Corps combat veteran Rob Miller identified Rep. Joe Wilson’s deciding vote for CAFTA as a key reason for South Carolina’s current jobs crisis.

In 2005, Wilson voted in favor of H.R. 3045, legislation implementing the Dominican Republic-Central America-United States Free Trade Agreement (CAFTA). The House passed the legislation by a vote of 217 to 215.

Wilson had previously said he would vote against CAFTA, pledging to “do what I can” to save South Carolina’s textile industry [The State, 6/13/05]. When he cast his vote, however, Wilson flip-flopped and turned his back on South Carolina’s workers.  If Wilson had kept his promise, CAFTA would not have passed.

Despite warnings that CAFTA would devastate South Carolina’s textile industry, Wilson supported the measure because it would “bolster security and stability” in Central America [The State, 7/29/05].

Since 2001, when Joe Wilson first went to Congress, South Carolina has lost 112,500 manufacturing jobs [Bureau of Labor Statistics, accessed 9/3/10]. Today, the Bureau of Labor Statistics announced that unemployment has increased yet again, with 10.8% of South Carolinians without jobs. South Carolina’s unemployment rate was only 5.7% when Joe Wilson was first elected in December 2001.

“If Joe Wilson had not voted for CAFTA, more South Carolinians would have jobs today,” said Miller. “It’s clear that Joe means jobs – for Central America.”

A political hypocrite, Joe Wilson supports U.S. free trade while opportunistically exploiting racist fears. In 2005, he voted for the Central American Free Trade Agreement or CAFTA which eliminated all tariffs on 80 percent of U.S. manufactured goods.  The agreement was not limited to manufactured goods but covered virtually every type of trade and commercial exchange between Central American countries and the United States. 

CAFTA formed part of the failed "neo-liberal" corporate agenda in Latin America which resulted in a race to the bottom in labor and environmental standards. As a result, the agreement faced intense opposition from many labor and civil society organizations in the U.S. Disregarding such critics, the Bush administration lobbied extensively for CAFTA passage. In the House of Representatives the vote was held open longer than permitted until it finally passed in July, 2005. If Wilson had opposed CAFTA the initiative would have stalled -- the free trade agreement passed by only a single vote. 

A pernicious agreement, CAFTA has displaced the rural poor in Central America and led to migration to the United States.
