Republican Representative Wendy Warburton's (House District 34) House Bill 490 would call for a constitutional amendment to define the term "person."

The bill aims to give due process rights to the unborn from the moment of conception. House Bill 490 would call for a referendum to be put on the ballot, asking Montana to decide if human life begins at conception and if personhood status should be granted.

If approved by a combined total of 100 votes from the House and Senate, the referendum could go straight to the ballot.

Even if the bill passes the legislature and is signed by the Governor, it would still have to approved 

by a vote of the people.  Havre Republican Representative Wendy Warburton is sponsoring the bill. 

It calls for a person to be defined in the state’s constitution.  It would give [ CCL: sic - recognize ] those rights to a fetus [ CCL: pre-birth human being ] at the moment of conception.

Rebecca Kiessling testified at the hearing. She was conceived after her mother was kidnapped and raped.  She says her life matters and she believes life begins at conception and should be defined as such in law.

If the bill received a total of 100 votes in the House and Senate, it will be put before voters.
