The debate over when life begins was addressed on the floor of the Montana House of Representatives on Monday.

MT State Representative Wendy Warburton (R-Havre) has introduced a bill that proposes that life begins at conception.

[ CCL Note:  The bill (HB 490) does not simply propose that life begins at conception, but rather, actually proposes 

  that legal personhood exists "at any stage of development, including the stage of fertilization or conception, ..." ] 

Her bill would let Montana voters decide if the state Constitution should be amended to include the language.
