Senator Glenn McConnell’s opposition to Personhood and support of selected Child-Murder-by-“Abortion” is not “honorable”

     Senator Glenn McConnell (R-Charleston) is arguably the most powerful legislator in the SC General Assembly.  He is President Pro Tempore of the SC Senate (27 Republicans, 19 Democrats), as well as Chairman of the Senate Judiciary Committee, which has one-half of the SC Senate (23) as members.  

     However, Senator McConnell is an opponent of ENDING all child-murder-by-“abortion” in South Carolina

(South Carolina murders approx. 7,000 children in the womb per year by “surgical” “abortion”.)  Senator McConnell is NOT a co-sponsor of the Personhood Act of SC (S.616), and last year on April 13, 2010, spoke vehemently from the Senate podium against the Recall of the 2009-2010 version of the bill (S.450), and voted against the Recall, which was Tabled by a 24 – 18 vote.  In light of his powerful positions in the SC Senate, Republican Glenn McConnell is the biggest obstacle in the State Legislature to ENDING 

child-murder-by-“abortion” in SC by establishing legal personhood beginning at fertilization in SC law.

    Senator McConnell's egregious remarks include: 

1) Repeatedly and erroneously calling the constitutional Personhood Bill "unconstitutional";

2) Expressing his vehement opposition to requiring the State of SC to defend in court, at taxpayers' expense,  

     the establishment of the right to life of unborn children as "persons" in SC law, should this bill become law 

     and likely be challenged in court;

3) Asserting his support for allowing the execution of unborn children in the wombs of their mothers if their 

    circumstances of conception include rape, incest, or the so-called health, or the so-called life of the mother;

4) Expressing his opposition to charging "doctors" who murder human beings in the womb with manslaughter 

    or murder.

     And this is the Chairman of the Senate Judiciary Committee, charged with Establishing JUSTICE through the Laws of the State of South Carolina ???!!!

     State law even identifies a corporation as a “person”.  Yet, a bill which simply recognizes the God-given, unalienable right to life, which is recorded in the nation’s charter, the 1776 Declaration of Independence, that,
SC Republican Leader, Senator Glenn McConnell incredulously, and erroneously, calls unconstitutional !
