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Nude campers today, nude leaders tomorrow

Area resort to host youths as part of 'family nudist environment'

About 20 young people will attend a summer leadership camp at a nudist resort near Pelion 

beginning Sunday.

The camp at Cedar Creek Park, sponsored by the American Association for Nude Recreation, 

aims to groom the next leaders in the “family nudist environment” movement.

The association, established in 1931, has 260 member clubs and more than 350,000 individual 

members worldwide.

“We’re the credible voice of reason for nude recreation, and we plan to stay that way,” 

spokeswoman Carolyn Hawkins said.

During the youth summer camp, park owners will close the resort to anyone but paying members 

to ensure the children’s safety. Members have codes to open the gate.

“We have security 24 hours a day,” said owner John Shaw. “Our gates are locked, and there is 

more support staff here than campers.”

Camp counselors ­ 25 to 30 total ­ will accompany campers everywhere. The staff is evenly divided 

between male and female; some of them are campers’ relatives.

All staff undergo criminal background checks through the national association.

“We have a comprehensive screening,” Hawkins said. “If we found something damaging, we would 

handle it like any other organization would. We have pretty good control over our clubs.”

The camp runs through Friday and will include crafts, leadership training, and recreation time 

for the 11- to 18-year-old participants. They pay $225 for the week.

Cedar Creek Park opened in 1989 about 30 miles from Columbia. Lexington County Council had 

to rewrite local rules to allow nudity at the resort; the county’s sexually oriented business ordinance 

banned nudity at campgrounds.

“We’re basically an RV campground,” Shaw said. “We have swimming pools, walking trails, 

a miniature golf course, and we plan social activities for our members every week.”

Local residents called Cedar Creek Park members good neighbors.

“We’re proud to have them as a member of the Friends of the Library program,” said 

Shirley Sprenne, librarian manager at the Pelion branch of the Lexington County Public Library. “We appreciate the contributions that they make.”

The park has raised money for the library for three years.

The Cedar Creek Park summer program doesn’t need to be licensed by the state because 

it does not last for two consecutive weeks or more.

And the Lexington County Sheriff’s Department has no concerns, said Maj. John Allard.

“There’s nothing illegal about having a meeting at a nudist camp,” he said. “It’s private property.

“That place has been there for years, and they have not had any problems.”

Charles Kaiser, chairman of the psychology department at the College of Charleston, said he doesn’t understand the need for a youth camp at a nudist park ­ but he doesn’t see any harm in it.

“We’re not animals, we’re people. We have clothes, we have morals,” he said.

“They just share the idea that they want to express themselves, and they feel that by being nude 

they can do that.”
