If President George W. Bush and the Republican-majority U.S. Congress wanted to, they 

could end abortion in America in ONE WEEK,* by passing Rep. Duncan Hunter's perennial 

"Right to Life Act" (currently HR 552**), together with the federal-court-jurisdiction-removal language found in legislation passed by the U.S. House on July 22, 2004 (HR 3313*** - the 2004
Marriage Protection Act - designed to prevent the supreme Court and the lower federal courts from overturning the federal 1996 Defense of Marriage Act - which by the way, the 108th Congress U.S. Senate just sat on over the next six months of the election-year congressional session, without even taking it up for action !).


Congress is authorized to limit the jurisdiction of the supreme Court by Article III., Section 2. of the U.S. Constitution. This can be done by a simple majority vote of Congress and the signature of the President. This power of Congress was written into the Constitution in 1787.


Every other lower federal court (e.g., the District and Appellate Courts) is established by federal statute by Congress to begin with, as Congress is authorized to do by Article III., Section 1. of the U.S. Constitution, and so Congress has the power and authority not only to define and limit the jurisdiction of the District and Appellate Courts, but could actually eliminate them entirely, if it chose to do so (even for a limited period of time). This can be done by a simple majority vote of Congress and the signature of the President. This power of Congress was written into the Constitution in 1787.


Republicans hold the majority in the U.S. House by over a 25-vote majority:
231 Republicans to 202 Democrats, plus 1 Independent and 1 vacancy.

Republicans hold the majority in the U.S. Senate as well: 55 Republicans
to 44 Democrats, plus 1 Independent.

President Bush Brings Pro-Life Message to NRLC Convention


Minneapolis, MN (LifeNews.com) -- President Bush, today, inspired thousands of pro-life advocates with a videotaped message at the National Right to Life convention. He thanked the audience for their work in fighting to protect the lives of those threatened by abortion and discussed the kinds of measures he's signed into law. 

"Because of your hard work and dedication, we're making progress," the president said.      "We've reduced the number of abortions in American and introduced new laws that save lives." 

President Bush signed some of the first pro-life laws following the Supreme Court's 1973        Roe v. Wade decision that legalized unlimited abortion, including a ban on partial-birth abortions, a bill to protect pregnant women who are victims of violent attacks, and a measure requiring proper medical treatment for unborn children who survive botched abortions. 

"Your efforts have played a key role in getting these key bills to my desk," Bush told convention-goers. The president indicated he will continue to stand against using 
taxpayer money to fund organizations that promote or perform abortions overseas.
