At the recommendation of Sgt Goff, CPD, I have tried to contact the City Clerk, Erika Salley, both yesterday and today by phone to inquire about the process for requesting a permit from City Council for the use of sound amplification equipment (megaphone).  I left voice mail messages both days, but have not received a response back.  If necessary, I request an opportunity to speak before the City Council at the next regular meeting on Wednesday, September 5, 2007 on this subject.

3. As a pro-life missionary and the director of a Christian, pro-life, pro-chastity ministry organization, I have 
      been addressing for years the connection between the tragedy of September 11, 2001 and the loss of approx.
