1. North Dakota - House Bill No. 1227 (failed to pass on North Dakota House Second Reading 

      on February 16, 2005, Yeas 019 Nays 069)


2.   Georgia - House Bill HB 93 (bill introduced January 2005)


3.   Ohio - House Bill 228 (bill introduced April 2005)


4.   South Carolina - House Bill H.3213 (passed SC House of Representatives April 14, 2005
      albeit with a 'fatal flaw' rape EXCEPTION amendment added on the SC House floor prior to  

      vote on Second Reading of the bill on April 13; H.3213 sent to SC Senate. First public hearing   

      before Subcommittee of the Senate Judiciary Committee on May 4; second public hearing before 

      same Subcommittee on May 18, 2005 – no vote taken yet)


5.   South Carolina - Senate Bill S.111 (companion bill to H.3213 - first public hearing before   

      Subcommittee of the Senate Judiciary Committee on May 4, second public hearing before

      same Subcommittee on May 18, 2005 – no vote taken yet)
