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Statement by Steve Lefemine, dir. Columbia Christians for Life:

     Good morning, I am Steve Lefemine, director of Columbia Christians for Life.  In 1998, 10 years ago, the 

Right to Life Act of SC was first filed in the SC Legislature, which if passed, would end abortion in our state.
However, in 2008, after 10 years, the Republican SC Legislature continues to fail to ESTABLISH JUSTICE 

to Protect the Lives of Over 7,000 Pre-Birth Children Murdered Each Year in SC by Surgical Abortion.  

     Our purpose in gathering today is to publicize this Failure of the Republican SC Legislature, and to hold the 

entire Legislature, Republicans and Democrats, accountable for the innocent blood that is upon their hands, and to urge them to stop the shedding of innocent blood, at the rate of over 130 children PER WEEK by surgical abortion in SC, 

by passing the Right to Life Act of SC immediately, even by Special Session if necessary.  In 2008 in the SC House, the Republicans hold a 73 - 51 majority.  In 2008 in the SC Senate, the Republicans hold a 27 - 19 majority. 

In 2008, Republicans hold the office of the Governor, and the office of the Lt. Governor.  ALL Continue to Fail 

to Pass the Right to Life Act of SC "Personhood" bill, which by recognizing a human being as a legal "Person"

at fertilization, would E-N-D (and not just incessantly Regulate!)  Child-Murder by Abortion in South Carolina. 

      In the very text of the 1973 Roe v. Wade US Supreme Court decision it states, “[Texas] argue[s] that the 

fetus is a “person” within the language and meaning of the Fourteenth Amendment… If this suggestion of personhood is established, the [pro-abortion] case, of course, collapses, for the fetus’ right to life would then 

be guaranteed specifically by the [14th] Amendment.” [ http://caselaw.lp.findlaw.com/scripts/getcase.pl?court=us&vol=410&invol=113 ]

     So the answer to unlocking the over 35 year old abortion enigma, is contained right in the text of the Roe v. Wade decision itself - the answer to ending abortion is to recognize human beings as "Persons" at fertilization.  Then our SC State Constitution and our US Federal Constitution, which already protect  "Persons" from being deprived of their lives without due process of law, would protect the lives of pre-birth human beings, beginning at fertilization, thereby ending abortion. Why hasn't the supposedly "Pro-Life" Republican Party in power done so ?

     In 2005, the SC House did pass the Right to Life Act of SC, albeit with an amendment for a rape exception, which

undermined the bill.  The bill was then killed in a SC Senate Judiciary Subcommittee.  However, in the 2007-2008 Session, the bill has not even passed out of the House Constitutional Laws Subcommittee, and was never even taken up for consideration by the Senate Judiciary Subcommittee, where the House and Senate companion versions of the 

bill were assigned, even though the SC Attorney General testified before the House Constitutional Laws Subcommittee on February 14, 2008 the bill is constitutional.   

     In the Name of the Saviour and Messiah, Who alone is King of kings (1 Tim. 6:15), let us call upon the Republican-majority SC House, the Republican-majority SC Senate, the Republican Governor, and the Republican Lt. Gov. (President of the Senate) to do their duty as ministers in civil government (Romans 13:1-4), and Establish Justice to end the shedding of innocent blood that is bringing God's Righteous Judgment and Wrath upon South Carolina and America, which we are experiencing in a multitude of manifestations.  

The Scriptures show us there are judgments from Almighty God for shedding innocent blood:  

1) According to 2 Kings 24:1-4, Foreign Invasion and War are consequences of the shedding of innocent blood: witness the invasion of 12-20 Million Illegal Aliens, and the 9-11 Attack, and the unjust War in Iraq.
2) According to Hosea 4:2, Ezekiel 35:5,6, shedding innocent blood is followed by Further Bloodshed: 
      witness the senseless killings of ongoing gang violence, Columbine HS, and Virginia Tech as examples.
3) According to Psalm 106:37-44, Tyranny is a consequence of Child-Sacrifice, which is what abortion is:  
witness the tyranny of federal judges regarding public prayer, sodomite-coupling, and abortion itself. 

     We must repent for the over 324,000 children who have already been destroyed in our state of SC (1973-2006).  The Bible says, "He that ruleth over men must be just, ruling in the fear of God." 2 Samuel 23:3 - those civil government officials who do NOT do all in their power to end the shedding of innocent blood, are NOT just, and they are NOT ruling in the fear of God.  Therefore, by God's Standards, such ones are unfit for the office of civil minister.  Remember to think on these things before you give your vote to any candidate.
