Subject:  The Right to Life Act of South Carolina (Re-introduced for the 2007-2008 Session as S.313)
Re:  1)  Request for assignment of S.313 to a Senate Judiciary Subcommittee, and 

        2)  Request for a Public Hearing for S.313, the Right to Life Act of SC  (RTL Act of SC)

     The purpose of this letter is to respectfully request that 1) S.313, the Right to Life Act of South Carolina 

be promptly assigned to a Senate Judiciary Subcommittee, and 2) a Public Hearing for S.313 be conducted.
     Although S.313 was re-introduced in the Senate and referred to the Judiciary Committee on Jan. 23, 2007,

(www.scstatehouse.net/sess117_2007-2008/bills/313.htm), the bill has still not been assigned to subcommittee.

         [ The RTL Act of SC was first introduced in the Senate in February 1998, with nine co-sponsors: Senate bi1l S 1060 - 

         www.scstatehouse.net/sess112_1997-1998/bills/1060.htm.  Although active in the SC House every year since 1998  

         (passing the SC House for the first time on April 13, 2005), albeit with a 'fatal flaw'), it was not re-introduced in the SC 

         Senate until the 2005-2006 session:  Senate bi1l S 111 - www.scstatehouse.net/sess116_2005-2006/bills/111.htm ] 

     The Attorney General of SC issued a Legal Opinion (March 30, 2005) stating the Right to Life Act of SC is constitutional on its face, though if applied to abortion, would necessarily be adjudicated (no surprise there).

     The Right to Life Act of SC would legalize personhood rights of due process and equal protection for all 

human beings at fertilization, which as an attorney, I would hope you will acknowledge of course meets the requirement in the very text of the 1973 Roe v. Wade decision necessary to collapse the abortion argument:

     In the very text of the Roe v.
