HR 552 

Title: To implement equal protection under the 14th article of amendment to the 

Constitution for the right to life of each born and preborn human person.

SEC. 2. RIGHT TO LIFE.

To implement equal protection for the right to life of each born and preborn 

human person, and pursuant to the duty and authority of the Congress, including 

Congress' power under article I, section 8, to make necessary and proper laws, 

and Congress' power under section 5 of the 14th article of amendment to the 

Constitution of the United States, the Congress hereby declares that the right to life guaranteed by the Constitution is vested in each human being.

SEC. 3. DEFINITIONS.

For purposes of this Act: 

(1)
HUMAN PERSON; HUMAN BEING- The terms `human person' and 

`human being' include each and every member of the species homo sapiens at all 

stages of life, including, but not limited to, the moment of fertilization, cloning, 

or other moment at which an individual member of the human species comes into being.

The full US House of Representatives has 229 Republicans, 201 Democrats, 1 Independent, 

and 4 Vacancies  (total 435 authorized membership]  http://clerk.house.gov/
The Right to Life Act (HR 552), sponsored by Rep. Duncan Hunter (R-CA), and 

co-sponsored by 101 other Representatives, presently sits in the House Judiciary Committee, in the Subcommittee on the Constitution. If it is not passed by the 

end of the current session of Congress in early Jan. 2007, then the bill dies, and the 

process of gathering co-sponsors must start all over again:

The House Judiciary Committee, chaired by Rep. James Sensenbrenner (R-WI),

has 23 Republicans and 16 Democrats (total 39 members). Sensennbrenner is not 

a co-sponsor of HR 552, the Right to Life Act.
