         “Show the Truth” Tour in Columbia and Upstate/western

      South Carolina exposes violence done to children by abortion 

                                              November 1-5, 2005

     From November 1-5, Columbia Christians for Life conducted nine displays while on a short-term 

pro-life mission trip touring eight cities and counties and a state university in South Carolina.  The 

pro-life missionaries distributed over 5,000 pieces of pro-life, anti-abortion, and Gospel literature 

while lining the streets on public sidewalks, holding large graphic pictures of the unborn victims of abortion, and exposing the “unfruitful works of darkness” (Ephesians 5:11) of abortionists.
     There were 19 in the core group mission team, including several young adults from two Virginia families, and adult activists from Pennsylvania and Virginia, and others.  Supplemented by a few others at some of the stops, only 10 South Carolinians participated in any of the stops, including two Columbia-area Christian pro-life missionaries and a West Columbia pastor and his family, including three young sons.  The following is a brief report of the events that took place on this 4th annual South Carolina “Show the Truth” Tour conducted by CCL:
Columbia (Richland Memorial Hospital):  RMH killed 374 babies 1988-2002 (killed 65 in 1990 alone), some over 20 weeks old.  In 2003, for the first time since 1988, zero abortions were reported.  Near the end of the stop, Linda Beckman was called out to by a young woman driving by in her car near the traffic light who wanted information.  The young woman told Linda she was going to get an abortion, but after seeing our pictures (signs with aborted baby pictures), she said she couldn’t do that.  Praise the Lord !

Columbia (Planned Parenthood):  Two teams literature-dropped Middleburg Park office park, exposing Planned Parenthood (killed 1,400+ babies in 2003), while sidewalk counselors and sign holders lined street.

Newberry:  Police allowed literature to continue going out after first saying we would be ticketed for doing so.
Laurens:  Police said we needed a permit; but were able to stay until five minutes before scheduled end of stop.

Simpsonville (Hillcrest High School):  Excellent stop outside government high school (2,100+ students, 

9-12 grades), huge amount of slow traffic, large quantity of literature handed out, police protected our right 

to be on both sides of the public right-of-way on the I-385 frontage road in front of the school.  

Ninety Six National Historic Site:  History tour of American Revolution battle site where 58 Patriots (Rebels) 

and 27 Loyalists (Tories) were killed in May/June 1781.  All soldiers on both sides, British (550) and Patriots

(984) were Americans, with the exception of the commanding officer on the British side.

Greenwood:  After about an hour on-site, the Greenwood Sheriff’s Dept. determined that complaints about the graphic signs of aborted babies indicated they were “offensive” to the community, and so under threat of being ticketed for disturbing the peace, we were forced to remove them from display on the public sidewalk. This is a classic case of government censorship of the content of free speech, and must be followed up with legal action.
Abbeville:  Initially the police said we needed a permit, but God’s grace intervened and we stayed without one.

Elberton, Georgia – Georgia Guidestones:  Situated 7 miles north of Elberton, just off GA Rte. 77 in a field,

this “American Stonehenge” is a monument to the foolishness of man (“Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools,…” Romans 1:22), and the potential for tyranny by those who in their prideful, “wiser-than-God” humanistic worldview seek to be the architects of a “new world order.”  The first of the 10 “Guides” reveals the elitist philosophy of global population reduction which makes the continued availability of legalized abortion a

moral imperative in their anti-Christ world system:  “Maintain humanity under 500,000,000 in perpetual balance with nature.”  The world’s population is presently over 6,000,000,000.  We joined in a reading of imprecatory Psalm 94, and prayers, against this “high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God”

Anderson:  Huge amount of traffic by two shopping centers; signs, literature, and preaching all employed. 

Clemson / Clemson University (homecoming football game):  We first set up in the town of Clemson.  Police were watchful but did not prevent display of signs.  After an hour, we moved onto Clemson University’s Bowman Field to walk in single file procession with our large graphic signs and a large “Sodomy Is Sin” banner to the on-campus space which had been reserved and paid for in advance.  However, the Clemson University Police intervened and said we did not have their prior approval also, and forced us off the campus under threat of arrest for trespassing (on a partially publicly-funded, state university !). We returned to the town of Clemson.
