0 n January 21 my name appeared on the

back page of the Washington Post as “an

anti-abortion demonstrator” who con-
fronted President and Mrs.
Clinton at the AMEC church
onInauguration Day. The full
story needs to be told.

What should have been
written was how stridently
pro-death the Clintons really
are. I had the opportunity to
confront Hillary face to face
and she countered by scoff-
ing, “It is God’s law to kill
babies.”

We were in the service approxi-
mately 45 minutes awaiting the ar-
rival of the Clintons, singing hymns
and reading Scripture. Several choirs
sang at the beginning of the service.

During this service of
mockery, the Lord gave me a
passage of Scripture from
Micah 3:8 — “But as for me, I am filled with
power, with the Spirit of the Lord, and with
Jjustice and might, to declare to Jacob his trans-
gression, to Israel his sin.” I knew God wanted
me to do something with this verse. My hands
were trembling and several times I began to stand
up to declare the sins and the transgressions of
America. Should I declare their abominations in
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front of the congregation, or wait and talk with
President and Mrs. Clinton later?

‘When the service concluded we were asked to
stay seated until the President and Mrs. Clinton
departed for the White House. However, as they
walked down the aisle I stood and reached out for
Mr. Clinton. He took my hand and I said, “Mr.
Clinton, America must stop killing babies.” He
looked at me with a blank stare on his face. I
repeated this statement to him.
