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Remarks by Steve Lefemine, dir. Columbia Christians for Life:

     Good morning Mr. Chairman and members of the Library Board.  It is not from a sense of enjoyment or pleasure, but rather of obligation, that I bring a matter before you today, publicly, because of the serious harm and damage which has already been done by the Cayce-West Columbia Branch of the Lexington County Public Library System, particularly to

children; this ironically, even as the Lexington County Public Library system celebrates its 100 year anniversary.  
     I suspect that most if not all of the members of the Library Board are already aware of the controversy generated by 
the showing of a series of numerous “Harry Potter” movies at taxpayer expense at the Cayce-West Columbia Public Library in June and July 2012.  There were four “Harry Potter” movie showings in June, and five were apparently scheduled for July; although I do not know whether all five of the July showings actually took place or not.  Showings were advertised on the Lexington County Public Library’s website, and by professionally-done posters displayed on an easel near the front desk of the Cayce-West Columbia Branch Library.  At least two of the posters said “Rated: PG-13” but also said, “For all ages”.
     I come today first as a Christian, and secondly as a resident of Lexington County,  in strong opposition to what has already been done by the Cayce-West Columbia Branch, and implore you to do what is necessary, among multiple options, to insure that this evil does not re-occur in the future in the Lexington County Public Library system, as you fulfill the roles assigned to you by virtue of your appointment by the elected Lexington County Council member in each of your Districts.  Yes, I am opposed to the showing of the “Harry Potter” movie series at taxpayer expense; sponsored, advertised, promoted, hosted and conducted by the Cayce-West Columbia Public Library Branch.

     The hero of the “Harry Potter” series is a young wizard who attends the Hogwarts School of Witchcraft and Wizardry.
The “Harry Potter” material presents evil as “good”, presenting witchcraft, wizardry, spells, the occult, etc. in a positive light.  This in itself is wicked, as the Bible warns in the book of Isaiah, “Woe unto them that call evil good, and good evil;…”, and is harmful to the children being recruited through advertising by the library to come watch these movies.  We should not

be teaching children to call witchcraft or wizardry “good”, because God’s Word calls these things evil.

     The character Harry Potter is clearly supposed to be the “good” guy in the story, and in fact, some misguided adults even see the “Harry Potter” series as a struggle against “good” and “evil”, when in fact there is no such thing as “good” witchcraft,  nor is there any such thing as “good” wizardry.  Such is an example of the confusion this movie fosters, even in the minds of some adults who are not strongly grounded in Scriptural truth.  No, in fact, the Bible reveals that such a wicked young man as Harry Potter, as a practitioner of the occult craft of wizardry, will not inherit the kingdom of God, as one which does such an evil thing.  The Bible says in Galatians 5: “Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, Envyings, murders, drunkenness, reveling, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.”  [ emphasis added ]  In other words, those that do such 
things, unless they repent and turn from such wickedness, will spend eternity in hell.  And such is the content of the evil 
and wicked “Harry Potter” series, presented at taxpayer expense, in a Lexington County Public Library branch, influencing children to turn away from Jesus Christ and His marvelous gift of salvation, and influencing children to turn toward the things of Satan, such as witchcraft and wizardry, evil things which the Bible repeatedly condemns.
     The Bible says in Leviticus 19:31:  “Regard not them that have familiar spirits, neither seek after wizards, to be defiled 
by them: I am the LORD your God.” (KJV)
     The Bible says in Leviticus 20:6: “And the soul that turneth after such as have familiar spirits, and after wizards, 
to go a whoring after them, I will even set my face against that soul, and will cut him off from among his people.” (KJV)
     Rather than negatively influencing children by promoting self-destructive, harmful, and sinful practices such as witchcraft and wizardry, we who are adults should be teaching children positive, Biblical life lessons, such as King David wrote in Psalm 101:3:  “I will set no wicked thing before mine eyes: …” (KJV).  That would include not setting wicked things such 
as “Harry Potter” movies before the eyes and impressionable minds of children, as the Cayce-West Columbia Branch Library has done.
     Indeed, the Bible has a serious instruction for those who present a thing such as the “Harry Potter” series as something “good” when it is in fact objectively evil, according to a Biblical standard:  "Woe unto them that call evil good, and good evil; that put darkness for light, and light for darkness; that put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter !"  Isaiah 5:20, KJV 
     I can say these things unequivocally because I am resting on the authority and revelation of the Creator of the Universe 
on the matter, as revealed in the Word of God, the Bible, which is available and can be read by all who wish to know the truth.
